Pants Description 

 

Our design considers the needs of the disabled or the elderly, for example, some 

people may have lost one of their legs but do not have artificial limbs, or people who 

easily fall or get tired.   This multi-functional garment designed is meant to address 

their problems.  

The length of the pants is adjustable.  Different 

patterns and styles are available.  Also, hip 

protecting pads can be inserted in the side pockets.  

They provide a cushion effect in case of a fall. 

Furthermore, the air pad at the back can be inflated 

and becomes a chair.  And the reflective stripes 

can catch other peopleôs attention.

Working as a group, we designed and sewed a pair of functional pants for people in 

need.
