on previous efforts, we have developed a Cross-subject Reading 
Scheme in which subject teachers contribute their input in tackling 
various reading materials.

For F.2 and above, we are launching an Extensive Reading 
Award Plan, through which generic skills such as self-access learning, 
creativity and critical thinking are enhanced.
